1. All people present including film crew will have to go through an onsite orientation with the flight crew. Usually about 5 minutes. 
2. I would suggest all your people wear hard hats with chin straps and safety goggles which protect the entire eye from dust and debris. 
3. If they are not close to the building they don’t need these items. 
4. No personnel in the building during hoisting operations.
5. Ground crew will arrive 7:00 A.M. at Wildwood Picnic Area 3299 Big Tujunga Canyon Rd., Tujunga, Ca. US Forest service will open the gate and then close it so no unauthorized personnel can enter. 
6. Ground crew will stage equipment and vehicles as needed. 
7. Mountain crew will meet at the bottom of Mt. Lukens at Angeles Crest Fire Station Trailhead at 6:30 A.M. and then drive up in one vehicle. We will need you there to open the gate.
    Directions: 
    Going either east or west on the 210 Freeway, take the Angeles Crest Highway (Hwy 2) exit and go north about 4 miles to the Angeles Crest Fire Station which is on the left side of the road. There is limited parking in front of the station. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]8.At about 7:15 – 7:30 the helicopter will drop off the mountain site rigger and then go to the bottom and land and install the 150’ long line.
9. Both upper and lower crews will go through the orientation. 
10. Hoisting ops should start around 7:40 A.M. 
11. There will be 10 trips indoor units on the ground and condensers on the roof.
