We will be lifting the row of 4 units closest to Valjean first. North and South bound lanes of Valjean will be closed while setting this row. We will than move to the row to the west. This row if over 105 ft from Valjean and therefor does not require the closure of the north or south bound lanes. We will continue to work our way to west until complete. During the operation subject building ramp and property will be vacant of nonessential personnel.
